Dear Artists and Artisans,  
 
We are sorry to inform you that we must cancel the two Flemington Crafts Festivals in 2008. When we 
purchased these shows from UCE, we believed that we had a good chance to make the shows happen 
this year. Due to the timing of our taking over these shows, it was already January before we could send 
out the applications. The lateness impacted our ability to attract exhibitors, whose schedules were 
already set.  
 
 As of today we have too few exhibitors to make the show successful. We feel it is better to cancel the 
show than to go forward with a very small show.  Staging a small show with 100 or so booths would be 
the final nail in the coffin. This is a great location for a show and we would rather present a bigger show 
in 2009. We want to make a good first impression.  
  
We have met with the fairgrounds management. Many of the initial problems have been fixed. New 
roads were installed. We will cooperate with them so the facility will be in top shape for 2009. The 2009 
Flemington Art and Craft Festival has the potential to become a top notch show for you. We are 
optimistic but can’t get there without your support.  We hope you see the wisdom of our vision and 
hang in there with us. 
 
So, apply in 2009. We are confident that a show with 175 juried exhibitors reflecting Craftproducers 
level of quality will quickly win back customer support. 
 
Meanwhile, we encourage you to apply to Syracuse the weekend after Thanksgiving. It has an annual 
attendance of 8,000 and many exhibitors report excellent sales. We believe that there is a pent up 
demand for a good fall show in the area and have ambitious promotional plans.
